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OUR GOD IS A PROMISE KEEPER.  YOU CAN DEPEND ON HIM! (PART 2) 
Greetings to you in the wonderful name of our Lord and Savior Jesus the Christ.  Happy New Year.  I pray that as we start this brand-new year, you are so aware that our God is a Promise Keeper and you can truly Depend on Him.  
This month of January, we are continuing this exact teaching entitled, God Is A Promise Keeper And You Can Depend On Him.  Last month we started the teaching and looked at numerous scriptures on the dependability and faithfulness of God. 
Let’s start this month’s teaching with looking at the definition of the word “Depend” from the Merriam-Webster dictionary.  One definition of the word “depend” is to place reliance or trust.  Praise the Lord that we have a great and wonderful God that we can depend on, by placing our reliance and trust in Him.  
Now let’s get into the Word of God to encourage our hearts as we start this brand-new year.  Isaiah 41:10 (AMP) says; Do not fear [anything], for I am with you; Do not be afraid, for I am your God. I will strengthen you, be assured I will help you; I will certainly take hold of you with My righteous right hand [a hand of justice, of power, of victory, of salvation].
I love the way that the amplified version of this verse reads.  We can trust God and depend on Him, and we don’t have to be afraid of anything.  That is good news in a chaotic and frightful world that we live in.  On top of that, we can know without a shadow of a doubt that God will strengthen us and help us.  This scripture goes on to say that He will even uphold us with His righteous right hand.  Wow, that is so powerful.  We truly have a dependable God.  
Philippians 1:6 is another reassuring scripture to us in the Body of Christ.  This scripture is letting us know that we can trust God as our Promise Keeper and Depend on Him.  Why you may wonder, because Philippians 1:6 (AMP) declares:   And I am convinced and sure of this very thing, that He Who began a good work in you will continue until the day of Jesus Christ [right up to the time of His return], developing (that good work) and perfecting and bringing it to full completion in you.  
Continuing on in God’s Word to encourage us to know and truly believe that God is indeed a Promise Keeper, and we can Depend on Him in every season of life.  Galatians 6:9 (TLB) lets us know this; And let us not get tired of doing what is right, for after a while we will reap a harvest of blessing if we don’t get discouraged and give up.
There are seasons, situations and times in our lives, where doing the right things and staying the course is not always easy, however this scripture lets us know that if we would do what is right and not get weary in doing what is right based on the Word of God and His promises, we will reap a harvest of blessings.  
So, no matter what we are going through or will go through in life, know that God’s Word is true, and He is faithful to look over that Word to perform it in our lives (Jeremiah 1:12).
Wow, we have looked at quite a bit of scripture already, let’s continue in God’s Word to encourage our hearts that God is a Promise Keeper, and we Can Depend on Him.  
2 Corinthians 1:20 (TLB) states:   He carries out and fulfills all of God’s promises, no matter how many of them there are; and we have told everyone how faithful he is, giving glory to his name.  The One who carries out and fulfills all of God’s Promises is Jesus.  
God has sealed His promises and covenant through His son Jesus Christ, and we can know without a shadow of a doubt that all of those promises are Yes and Amen!
Psalm 119:90 (NET) says this:  You demonstrate your faithfulness to all generations.  You established the earth and it stood firm.  This Psalm tells us that our God is Faithful throughout all generations and His Word, His decrees, Stand firm like the earth He created.  What great confidence that we can have in our wonderful and amazing Father to be a Promise Keeper.  
Moving right along, looking at the powerful promises of God to encourage our hearts as we start this new year.  Our next scripture will be 2 Thessalonians 3:3. In this letter to the church at Thessalonica, Paul was encouraging the church to pray for the gospel to be effective everywhere Paul preached, and that evil would not prevail against them.  
Then in verse 3, from the amplified, Paul lets the church know this; But the Lord is faithful, and He will strengthen you setting you on a firm foundation and will protect and guard you from the evil one.  So, God has proven Himself to all generations that He will strengthen us, causing us to be firm and divinely protected from the evil one.  However, we have to take Him at His Word (His Promises) and obey what that Word says in order to See the Promises come to pass in our lives.
It’s not that God hasn’t promised and provided everything we need to win in this life; for He truly is a Promise Keeper, and we can Depend on Him.  Where the issue sometimes falls, is with His people.  We have to know that He is a Promise Keeper and the way that we know that, is by spending time in His Word.  Then we must apply those principles to our lives, to see them manifest in our lives.  He is faithful to perform what He has promised.   
I love this next scripture, as I love all the Word of God.  2 Timothy 2:13 (AMP) declares:  If we are faithless, He remains faithful [true to His word and His righteous character], for He cannot deny Himself.  Even in our unfaithfulness, He still proves to be Faithful.  This version says He is our Promise Keeper and true to His Word and righteous character.  Wow, that is absolutely amazing.  
How many of you that are Christ Followers know how powerful the Name of Jesus is?  It is that name that we declare and decree and Pray in.  But this next scripture that we will read says that the Word of God (His Promises) He has put above even His name.  
Psalm 138:2(KJV)  I will worship toward thy holy temple, and praise thy name for thy lovingkindness and for thy truth: for thou hast magnified thy word above all thy name.
Wow, what amazing scriptures that we have looked at in this powerful two-part teaching.  I will close with two  more scriptures.  1 Thessalonians 5:24 (AMP) from the amplified version seals our teaching so beautifully: Faithful and absolutely trustworthy is He who is calling you [to Himself for your salvation], and He will do it [He will fulfill His call by making you holy, guarding you, watching over you, and protecting you as His own].
God is a Promise Keeper, and we Can Depend on Him.  He is Faithful, time after time, and absolutely trustworthy.  He has called us unto Himself, and He will perform His promises in our lives if we would just take Him at His Word!
Praise God for encouraging our hearts with His Word as we start this brand-new year of 2026.  If you don’t know this Faithful, Trustworthy God, you can get to know Him by receiving His free gift of Salvation through His son Jesus Christ. What a great way to start the new year being brand new by being born from above.  
Romans 10:9-10 says:  That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.  For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.
