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Greetings to you and Happy May.  I pray that you are doing well and standing on the Promises of God.  This month of May, we are continuing our teaching that we started last month, which was taken from our 2026 Word of Exhortation.  
From that word of encouragement that Holy Spirit spoke to me, there were 3 specific words that we are highlighting as we started this year.  Surrender, Dedicate and Obey.  Last month, we looked at the word “Surrender, and how God may be speaking to our hearts in this area.  This month, we will look at Dedicate as we are purposing to Surrender, Dedicate and Obey God in all things.
As I stated in the previous teaching, I truly believe that there is a Clarion call of God in the land to His people to Surrender, Dedicate and Obey.  My prayer is that we will have ears to hear what the Spirit of the Lord is specifically saying to us in this hour of decision.  
There are many things that can be dedicated to the Lord, but in this teaching, God is calling and desiring us to dedicate our very lives to Him.
Let’s start with defining the word Dedicate from a Biblical perspective.  We as people of God, that are dedicating or being dedicated to the Lord, it’s good to understand what this really means from a biblical standpoint.  This is what I found online and I think it fits right in with what the Lord is saying to us as He is calling for dedication from His body.
Biblical Definition of Being Dedicated to the Lord
In the Bible, being dedicated to the Lord means setting apart yourself for a sacred purpose under God’s authority, expressing a solemn commitment to serve, honor, and obey Him.  It is not merely a one-time act but a continual lifestyle of surrender and devotion.
 
Biblically, dedication (The (word) dedicate in Hebrew, is  hāqādesh) and it involves consecration — making something or someone holy and set apart for God’s use.  The act acknowledges God’s sovereignty and places His purposes above personal desires 

So, in essence or in a nutshell, what I believe the Lord is calling from His people, is for us to be set apart under His divine authority.  To be Holy, and for us to desire God’s purposes for our lives above our own personal and sometimes selfish desires.

We find in the Old Covenant, that there were numerous kinds of dedications.  Tabernacle and Temple dedication, Offering, Time and Seasons and Personal forms of dedication.  In this teaching, as mentioned earlier, I believe the Lord desires our bodies, which the New Covenant calls temples of the Holy Spirit, to be dedicated to Him.  

From a New Covenant perspective, we see dedication as being more personal and spiritual in our relationship with Jesus more so than dedicating things and seasons; as we often see in the Old Covenant.  

Surrender in scripture, especially from a New Covenant perspective reflects several things:
· Holiness and separation from worldly uses
· Expresses gratitude and acknowledgement of God’s provision
· A Surrender of one self to God’s purpose

Dedication from a Biblical point of view is ritual and relational, and it involves worship, obedience and service.  Remember the three words that Holy Spirit spoke to me for the year is Surrender, Dedicate and Obey.  We can see how all three of these go hand in hand and even coincide with each other; Surrender, Dedicate and Obey.  I believe that this is the cry of our Father’s heart for His people, at least I feel that for me personally. However, I don’t think this call and heart’s cry is just for one person.

Dedication of our lives to the Lord is the central theme of Scripture.  It is all about a personal intimate relationship with a Living Savior.  God has desired this kind of lifestyle of dedication from the beginning of time.  And now because of the finished work of the cross, our redemption was purchased by the precious blood of Jesus so that we can truly and fully dedicate our lives to the Father.  Besides all that, we have a helper that will aide us in all we do

Now, let’s look into the Word of God to see what it says about us being dedicated to the Lord.  
Psalm 37:5 (TLB) says: Commit everything you do to the Lord. Trust him to help you do it, and he will.  Commit to the Lord involves a total surrender of you will.  Remember, in our definition it states that dedicating to the Lord means a lifestyle of surrender and devotion. 

Our next scripture describes dedication to the Lord so beautifully.  Romans 12:1 (AMP) 
Therefore I urge you, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies [dedicating all of yourselves, set apart] as a living sacrifice, holy and well pleasing to God, which is your rational (logical, intelligent) act of worship.  

Notice this version of Romans 12:1 says for us to dedicate all of ourselves to God.  This is a lifelong ongoing process, and we have to purpose to dedicate our lives’ moment by moment, day by day.

We will look at another scripture admonishing us to commit to the Lord.  Proverbs 16:3 (TLB) says:  Commit your work to the Lord, then it will succeed.  As we’ve seen from our scripture in Psalm, commit can also refer to dedicate and surrender.  If you want to succeed in your job, career, or business, then dedicate, surrender, commit it to the Lord and the Word of God says you will succeed.  Not might succeed, but will succeed!

In Matthew 16:24 (AMP) it reads:  Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone wishes to follow Me [as My disciple], he must deny himself [set aside selfish interests], and take up his cross [expressing a willingness to endure whatever may come] and follow Me [believing in Me, conforming to My example in living and, if need be, suffering or perhaps dying because of faith in Me].

Wow, this scripture in the amplified version is power packed and gives us so many great attributes of dedication, and surrender to the Lord.  Dedication and dedicating our lives to God is an act of our will and is all about yielding to the Master’s will and plan for our lives.  

I will close with something powerful I found online and thought it would sum up our teaching on Dedicate.
Being dedicated to the Lord is a lifelong commitment to live in obedience, honor, and service to Him, whether through consecrated time, objects, or one’s very life. It is the foundation of a life that seeks His glory in all things 

As the Lord has spoken these three words to us as we have entered into this year of 2026; Surrender, Dedicate and Obey, let’s answer Him with a big YES!  Remember we are not walking this walk alone, but Jesus has left us the powerful Holy Spirit that is on the inside of us aiding us to do all that God is calling for in this hour of surrender, dedicate and obey.
